Each adult volunteer is matched with a child who has similar interests. The adult and child meet three or four 

times per month for at least one year.  Mentors are good listeners, tolerant and non-judgmental, reliable, and 

consistent. They also possess good communications skills, have a good sense of humor, and like children.
